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I. statement 

1. On August 5, 2003, City Cab Company (Applicant) filed the Petition for Waiver of Safety Regulations - Driver which commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission set the hearing in this proceeding for August 19, 2003.  See Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing dated August 5, 2003.  

3. On August 19, 2003, at the time and place noticed for the hearing, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) called this matter for hearing.  Applicant did not appear.  Investigation revealed that Applicant believed that the hearing had been vacated.
