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I. statement

1. The captioned application of JME Services, LLC (JME), was granted by Decision No. R03-0634 on June 10, 2003.  No exceptions were filed to that decision.  Therefore, it became effective and administratively final on June 30, 2003.

2. Section III, Paragraph 5 of Decision No. R03-0634 requires JME to comply with certain filing requirements (i.e., tariff, insurance, issuance, and vehicle identification fee) within 60 days of the effective date of the decision.  In this case, on or before August 29, 2003.  However, it allows the Commission to extend the compliance period if good cause is shown.

3. On August 21, 2003, JME filed a request for a 60-day extension of time to meet the above-described filing requirements due to “extenuating circumstances.”  That request was denied as a result of JME’s failure to establish good cause for the extension request.  See, Decision No. R03-0963-I.

4. On August 27, 2003, JME submitted another request for a 60-day extension of time to meet the subject filing requirements.  In support of the request, JME indicates that responsibilities arising out of family illnesses have prevented its owners from acquiring the necessary insurance to commence operations under the authority granted to it.

5. Good grounds having now been shown, JME’s request for a 60-day extension of time to comply with Section III, Paragraph 5 of Decision No. R03-0634 will be granted.  No further extensions will be granted absent a showing of extraordinary circumstances.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of JME Services, LLC for a 60-day extension of time to comply with the insurance filing requirement encompassed by Section III, Paragraph 5 of Decision No. R03-0634 is granted.  JME Services, LLC shall comply with such filing requirements on or before October 28, 2003.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
