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I. statement

1. On March 12, 2003, NTCH-Colorado, Inc., doing business as Clear Talk (Applicant), filed its Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier.  

2. On June 13, 2003, by Decision No. R03-0666-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established a procedural schedule and hearing date in this proceeding.  

3. On July 1, 2003, Applicant filed its direct testimony and exhibits.  

4. On July 25, 2003, Staff of the Commission filed its answer testimony and exhibits.  

5. On July 30, 2003, the Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc., filed its answer testimony and exhibits.  

6. On July 30, 2003, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed its answer testimony and exhibits.  

7. On August 4, 2003, Applicant filed its Notice of Waiver of Statutory Time Limited for Commission Decision (under C.R.S. § 40-6-109.5) and Motion to Vacate Current Procedural Schedule.  On August 5, 2003, by Decision No. R03-0871-I, the ALJ granted that motion and vacated the procedural schedule and hearing dates.  

8. On August 29, 2003, Applicant filed a Proposed New Procedural Schedule.  Applicant states its belief, based on discussions with counsel for the parties, that the proposed schedule should be acceptable to all parties.  

9. The procedural schedule and hearing dates proposed by Applicant will be modified as set out here and, as modified, will be adopted for this proceeding:  (a) Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before November 14, 2003; (b) Intervenors will file their cross-answer testimony and exhibits
 on or before November 14, 2003; (c) parties will file prehearing motions (including dispositive motions) on or before November 19, 2003;
 (d) Applicant and Intervenors will file corrections to their testimony and exhibits on or before November 24, 2003; (e) a final prehearing conference will be held on November 24, 2003;
 and (f) hearing will be held on December 3 and 4, 2003.  

10. Applicant did not propose a date for post-hearing statements of position.  The parties previously stated that they wished to file statements of position, without opportunity to file responses.  The date for filing post-hearing statements of position will be discussed at the prehearing conference.  

11. The provisions of Decision No. R03-0666-I with respect to discovery, settlement, and other matters remain in effect.  The parties should review ¶¶ 9-14 of that Order.  

12. Parties should be prepared to discuss the following at the prehearing conference:  (a) order of witnesses; (b) order of cross-examination; (c) marking exhibits; (d) possible simplification of issues; (e) admissions and stipulations which the parties may have agreed to or reached; and (f) date for filing post-hearing statements of position.  Parties must be prepared to argue pending motions.
