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I. statement

1. The above captioned dockets have been pending before the Commission for some time.

2. The applications were set for hearing, however, the hearing was vacated at the request of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), with the concurrence of all the parties of record.  It was represented that the parties have reached a settlement agreement in principal which would resolve the issues in the dockets.

3. Subsequent to the vacation of the hearing dates, a prehearing conference was held at which time parties believed that a settlement would be likely and the parties requested additional time to resolve the matter.

4. Since no settlement agreement has been filed with the Commission, nor has there been any indication of the need to reschedule the hearing, it will be ordered that the Applicants, Public Service in Docket No. 99A-029G and K N Energy, a Division of Kinder Morgan, Inc., in Docket No. 00A-428G file a status report with the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicants Public Service Company of Colorado in Docket No. 99A-029G and K N Energy, a Division of Kinder Morgan, Inc., in Docket No. 00A-428G shall within ten days of the mailing date of this Interim Order, file with the Commission a status report of the two dockets.
