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I. statement

1. On September 5, 2003, Roggen Telephone Cooperative Company (Roggen) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits (Motion for Extension) and to Waive Response Time (Motion to Waive Response Time) in the captioned proceeding.

2. The Motion for Extension requests that the deadline established by Decision No. R03-0900-I for filing Roggen’s direct testimony/exhibits be extended to September 12, 2003.  It also requests that the deadline for answer testimony/exhibits to be filed by the Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) be extended to October 22, 2003.

3. As grounds for the Motion for Extension, Roggen states that it has been concentrating on settlement discussions with Staff and OCC and that a number of its Board of Director members have been engaged in harvesting crops.  This has precluded Roggen from preparing its direct testimony/exhibits for filing in accordance with the current deadline.  The Motion for Extension indicates that Staff does not object to the relief requested therein, but that Roggen has been unable to discuss the matter with the OCC.

4. By Decision No. R03-1020-I the undersigned administrative law judge denied the Motion to Waive Response Time and shortened the response time to the Motion for Extension to September 10, 2003.  On September 9, 2003, the OCC filed a response indicating that it does not object to the requested extensions.

5. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Extension will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits filed by Roggen Telephone Cooperative Company on September 5, 2003, is granted.

2. Roggen Telephone Cooperative Company shall file its direct testimony and exhibits on or before September 12, 2003.

3. The Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel shall file their answer testimony and exhibits on or before October 22, 2003.

4. All other procedural deadlines governing this proceeding set forth in Decision No. R03-0900-I shall remain the same.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
