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I. statement

1. On August 13, 2003, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Intervenor) filed a Petition to Intervene and Petition for Declaratory Order.

2. Intervenor states that it has a statutory or legally protected right in the subject matter of the application and that it has a substantial interest in the subject matter of the proceeding.

3. Intervenor in its Petition for Declaratory Order states that under the facts of the case, there exists a controversy as to whether the subject encumbrance in this application was properly created and actually exists.

4. No response to the petitions was filed by Applicants, America 1 Limousine, LLC d/b/a/ Shuttle U.S.A, and Mohinder J. Grover.

5. Intervenor has established sufficient grounds under the provisions of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-64(b) to support intervention by permission.  The petition will be granted.

6. Intervenor’s petition for a declaratory order will be considered at the hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The petition of Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle to intervene is granted.

2. The petition of Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle for a declaratory order will be considered at the hearing currently scheduled for September 19, 2003.
