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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned proceeding was commenced on September 5, 2003, when the Complainant, Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West), filed a Complaint with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) against the Respondent, Benjamin R. Sagenkahn, doing business as Peak Transit.

2. On September 9, 2003, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer and an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing setting this matter for hearing on October 28, 2003, in Denver, Colorado.

3. On September 16, 2003, Golden West filed a Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing on Verified Complaint (Motion to Vacate).  In support of the Motion to Vacate, counsel for Golden West states that he is unavailable for hearing on October 28, 2003.

4. A scheduling conflict involving another proceeding assigned to the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) requires that the current hearing date be vacated and that the hearing be re-scheduled.  In order to assist the ALJ in that effort, the parties shall, on or before September 24, 2003, advise the ALJ of their availability for hearing through January 2004 as well as an estimate of the number of days needed to hear the matter.
  It will be assumed that a party failing to submit a timely advisement is, along with its counsel and material witnesses, available for hearing on any business day between the date of this Order and January 31, 2004.

5. This Order renders the Motion to Vacate moot.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for October 28, 2003, is vacated.

2. On or before September 24, 2003, the parties shall advise the undersigned administrative law judge of their availability for hearing through January 2004 as well as an estimate of the number of days needed to hear the matter.

3. The Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing on Verified Complaint filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC, is denied as moot.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
