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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 14, 2003, Complainant, Gabriele Gundlach (Gundlach), filed a Complaint with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) in the captioned docket against Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo).  A Residential Notice of Discontinuance was attached to the Complaint indicating that utility service at Gundlach’s residence would be discontinued unless her account was brought current on or before July 15, 2003.  Gundlach disputed the amount PSCo alleged to be due and requested that it be ordered not to discontinue such service pending resolution of this complaint proceeding. 

2. On July 15, 2003, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) issued an Interim Order prohibiting PSCo from discontinuing Gundlach’s utility service pending resolution of this matter.  See, Decision No. R03-0772-I.  That Interim Order was conditioned upon payment of a bond or deposit in the amount of $136.00 by Gundlach and on her keeping current on future billings for utility service.

3. A hearing was held in this matter on September 11, 2003.  During the course of the hearing, evidence was presented indicating that Gundlach paid the $136.00 bond/deposit required by Decision No. R03-0772-I on July 25, 2003.  See, Exhibit 12.  On September 16, 2003, the ALJ issued Recommended Decision No. R03-1047 dismissing the Complaint.  However, that decision will not be administratively final until October 6, 2003, at the earliest.

4. On September 17, 2003, Gundlach filed a pleading entitled “Amendment” in this docket.  The Amendment suggests that PSCo has discontinued her residential utility service in violation of Decision No. R03-0772-I.  The Amendment will be construed as a motion requesting the restoration of Gundlach’s utility service.  A copy of the Amendment is attached hereto as Appendix I.

5. There is no indication that Gundlach served PSCo with a copy of the Amendment as required by Rule 9(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-9(b).  This Interim Order shall serve as notice to PSCo of the Amendment and will afford it an opportunity to respond to the same on or before September 22, 2003.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the Amendment filed by Gabriele Gundlach in this proceeding shall be filed on or before September 22, 2003.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
