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I. statement

1. On September 8, 2003, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a motion to vacate procedural schedule, hearing, and to set prehearing conference.

2. Staff states that the hearing of this matter is currently scheduled for October 15, 2003.
