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I. statement 

1. On September 16, 2003, Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc. (Complainant or Eschelon), filed an Accelerated Formal Complaint against Qwest Corporation (Complaint).  Appended to the Complaint are nine exhibits.  The Complaint commenced this proceeding.  

2. Eschelon served its Complaint on Qwest Corporation (Respondent or Qwest) by hand-delivery and by United States Mail on September 16, 2003.  See Certificate of Service attached to Complaint.  

3. On September 16, 2003, the Commission served its Order to Satisfy or Answer on Qwest.  In that Order, the Commission directed the Respondent to the procedures contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-61(k), governing accelerated complaints.  

4. On September 16, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in this docket.  That Order established a hearing date of October 28, 2003, in this proceeding.  

5. Pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-61(k), the following procedural schedule will apply in this proceeding unless modified by further Order:  (a) on or before September 26, 2003, Respondent shall file and serve its Answer to the Complaint, which Answer may include a motion to dismiss; (b) within ten calendar days following service of the Answer, Complainant shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits, which filing shall meet the requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-61(k)(4);
 (c) within ten calendar days following service of the Complainant’s list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits, Respondent shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits, which filing shall meet the requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-61(k)(4);
 and (d) parties shall submit their post-hearing statements of position not later than ten calendar days following the conclusion of the hearing in this matter.
  

6. Discovery shall be governed by the provisions of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-77, as modified by the provisions of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-61(k)(3).  

7. A prehearing conference in this proceeding will be held on October 15, 2003, for the following purposes:  (a) to address the matters identified in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-61(k)(5); (b) to establish the date by which stipulation(s) must be filed; (c) to hear argument on pending motion(s) to dismiss or for summary disposition, if any; and (d) to hear argument on any other pending motion.  The parties must be prepared to argue pending motions and to discuss the other identified matters at the prehearing conference.  A party may raise additional matters.  

8. The prehearing conference is the last date on which the parties may seek to change the hearing date in this proceeding.  If the parties wish to change the hearing date (assuming it has not been changed prior to the date of the prehearing conference), they must present alternative dates at the prehearing conference.  With respect to changing the scheduled hearing date, the parties should consult Rule 4 CCR 723-1-61(k)(5).  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule established in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-61(k), and as set out above, governs this proceeding.
