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I. statement

1. On May 30, 2003, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric with accompanying tariffs.  The purpose of the filing is to eliminate the Special Contract Service (Schedule SCS-8), applicable only to the University of Colorado at Boulder (University), from PSCo’s P.U.C. No. 7-Electric tariff.  

2. On June 26, 2003, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric until October 29, 2003.  See Decision No. C03-0704.  That Decision initiated this docket.  

3. Staff of the Commission and the University filed timely interventions.  There are no other intervenors.  

4. On August 28, 2003, PSCo filed Amended Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric.  Tariffs accompanying this Advice Letter changed the proposed effective date from July 1, 2003, to July 31, 2003.  On September 12, 2003, by Decision No. C03-1032, the Commission suspended the Amended Advice Letter until November 28, 2003, or until further order of the Commission.  

5. On September 19, 2003, PSCo filed an Unopposed Motion for Two Week Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and for Waiver of Response.  On September 26, 2003, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted that motion in Decision No. R03-1103-I and attached certain conditions.  

6. On October 3, 2003, PSCo filed an Unopposed Motion for a Further 10-Day Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and for Waiver of Response (Motion).  In that Motion, PSCo states that the parties have reached an agreement in principle but need additional time to reach final agreement and to prepare a written stipulation.  To allow time to reach final agreement and to prepare the documents, PSCo seeks a ten-day extension of time (i.e., to and including October 14, 2003
) within which to file its direct testimony and exhibits.  

7. In the event that a final agreement is not reached on or before October 14, 2003 (the requested extension of time), and that one or both of the Intervenors need additional time to prepare Answer Testimony, PSCo stated that it will file a Second Amended Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric to change the effective date of the proposed tariffs.  PSCo stated that, assuming the Commission suspends the Second Amended Advice Letter for investigation, the suspension period will be sufficient to accommodate a further extension of the procedural schedule and post-hearing processes, including exceptions.  

8. No party opposes this Motion.  

9. The Motion states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The Motion will be granted, contingent upon PSCo’s filing a Second Amended Advice Letter if the conditions set out in ¶ 7, supra, are met.  

10. All other filing dates and provisions of Decision No. R03-0966-I remain in effect.  

11. The request for waiver of response time will be granted as no party objected to the granting of the Motion.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for a Further 10-Day Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and for Waiver of Response is granted, subject to the condition in Ordering Paragraph 3, infra.  

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file, on or before October 14, 2003, its direct testimony and exhibits.  

3. In the event the parties do not reach a final settlement agreement in this docket on or before October 14, 2003, and one or both of the Intervenors need additional time to prepare Answer Testimony, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file a Second Amended Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric.  If Public Service Company of Colorado does not file a Second Amended Advice Letter, the extension of time granted by this Order will be vacated.  

4. Except for the change in filing date set out in ¶ II.A.2, supra, the procedural schedule contained in, and the other provisions of, Decision No. R03-0966-I remain in effect.  

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
