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I. statement

1. On August 7, 2003, Complainant Gary W. Smith filed the complaint which commenced this docket.  Complainant appears in this proceeding pro se.  

2. On August 11, 2003, the Commission sent to Respondent Qwest Corporation (Qwest) an Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

3. On September 5, 2003, by Decision No. R03-1014-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) denied the Motion to Dismiss filed by Qwest; granted the Motion for More Definite Statement filed by Qwest; vacated the procedural schedule in this proceeding; vacated the then-scheduled September 25, 2003, hearing; and scheduled a prehearing conference for September 25, 2003.  That Order required Complainant to provide, on or before September 12, 2003, five specified pieces of information to Qwest and to the Commission.  See id. at ¶ 10.  

4. On September 25, 2003, due to the unavailability of the ALJ, the prehearing conference was not held.  

5. On September 26, 2003, due to uncertainty about whether Complainant intended to pursue the Complaint, the ALJ issued Decision No. R03-1104-I.  That Order established a deadline of October 8, 2003, by which Complainant was to provide the information required by Decision No. R03-1014-I.  

6. On October 8, 2003, the Commission received by facsimile transmission the two pages of information attached to this Order as Appendix A.  The information appears to satisfy the requirements of the two referenced Orders.
  

7. The filing of the information by Complainant triggers the requirement that Qwest file its answer or other responsive pleading to the Complaint.  Qwest will be ordered to file its answer or other responsive pleading on or before October 20, 2003.  

8. It is necessary to schedule a prehearing conference.  A prehearing conference will be held in this matter on October 28, 2003.  The prehearing conference will be conducted by telephone.  The ALJ will place the call to Mr. Smith
 and to counsel for Qwest
 on that date.  At the prehearing conference, the parties must be prepared to discuss the hearing date; where the hearing should be held; and the dates for filing lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits.  

9. The parties are advised to obtain a copy of, and to be familiar with, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  These rules are available on the Commission’s website and from the Commission.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. On or before October 20, 2003, Qwest Corporation shall file its answer or other responsive pleading to the complaint.
