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I. statement

1. On August 29, 2003, Comfort Care Center, LLC, doing business as Care Van Transportation Services (Applicant), filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That Application commenced this docket.  

2. On September 8, 2003, the Commission gave public notice of the Application in the Notice of Applications Filed (Notice).  See Notice of Applications Filed, dated September 8, 2003, at 1.  The Notice also established a 30-day intervention period, established a procedural schedule, and scheduled the hearing in this matter for November 7, 2003.  

3. On September 15, 2003, Troy Chase and Dirk Smith, Medvan LLC (Medvan), filed a Verified Petition to Intervene in this proceeding.  Medvan appears pro se in this matter.  

4. On October 2, 2003, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., and doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc. (Shamrock), filed its Entry of Appearance, Notice of Intervention, Initial List of Witnesses and Exhibits.  

5. On October 8, 2003, the intervention period closed.  Medvan and Shamrock were the only intervenors in this matter.  

6. On September 29, 2003, Charles J. Kimball, Esquire, entered his appearance on behalf of Applicant.  On that same date, Applicant filed a Motion to Set the Hearing in Ft. Collins (Motion).  

7. Because the Motion was filed before Shamrock filed its intervention, Shamrock was not served with a copy of the Motion.  Applicant will be ordered to serve a copy of the Motion on counsel for Shamrock.  The time for responding to the Motion will be enlarged to and including October 20, 2003.  

8. In view of the Motion, the hearing scheduled for November 7, 2003, in Denver, Colorado, will be vacated.  

9. A prehearing conference will be held in this matter on October 28, 2003.  The parties must be prepared to argue the Motion.  In addition, the parties must be prepared to discuss a hearing date and dates for filing lists of witnesses and copies of exhibits.  

10. Parties are reminded that they are responsible for reviewing the Commission’s file to be sure that they have the names and addresses of all other parties, including counsel, so that service of filings can be made on all parties and counsel in this proceeding.  

11. The parties are advised to obtain a copy of, and to be familiar with, the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  These rules are available on the Commission’s website and from the Commission.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The hearing scheduled for November 7, 2003, in Denver, Colorado, is vacated.  

2. The procedural schedule established in the Notice of Applications Filed, dated September 8, 2003, is vacated.  

3. Comfort Care Center, LLC, doing business as Care Van Transportation Services, shall serve a copy of its Motion to Set the Hearing in Ft. Collins on Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., and doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc.  

4. The time for responding to the Motion to Set the Hearing in Ft. Collins is enlarged to and including October 20, 2003.
