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I. statement

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on September 5, 2003, by The Broadmoor Hotel, Inc., doing business as Broadmoor Hotel Garage (Broadmoor).  It was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on September 22, 2003.

2. The Commission has set this application for hearing on November 25, 2003, in the event interventions are filed and it proceeds as a contested matter.  Interventions are due on or before October 22, 2003.  

3. On October 8, 2003, Broadmoor filed a Motion for Continuance of Scheduled Hearing (Motion).  The Motion requests that the November 25, 2003, hearing dated be vacated and that the matter be rescheduled for hearing on one of the December 2003 dates listed therein.

4. The Motion will be held in abeyance pending expiration of the intervention period applicable to this application.  If no interventions are filed, the application can be processed under the Commission’s modified, no-hearing procedure, and the current hearing date can be vacated.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-24.  If interventions are filed, the availability of Intervenors and their counsel will need to be ascertained before establishing any rescheduled hearing date(s).  Therefore, it is most efficient to withhold ruling on the Motion until it is determined whether a hearing will be necessary and, if so, the availability of all parties for the same.

5. If interventions are filed in this matter, Broadmoor shall serve a copy of the Motion and a copy of this Order on all intervening parties or their legal counsel on or before October 29, 2003.  Response time to the Motion will be shortened to November 6, 2003.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Continuance of Scheduled Hearing filed by The Broadmoor Hotel, Inc., doing business as Broadmoor Hotel Garage, will be held in abeyance pending expiration of the 30-day intervention period applicable to this application.

2. In the event interventions are filed in this matter, The Broadmoor Hotel, Inc., doing business as Broadmoor Hotel Garage, shall serve a copy of the Motion for Continuance of Scheduled Hearing as well as a copy of this Order on all intervening parties or their legal counsel on or before October 29, 2003.

3. Response time to the Motion for Continuance of Scheduled Hearing filed by The Broadmoor Hotel, Inc., doing business as Broadmoor Hotel Garage, shall be shortened to November 6, 2003. 

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
