I. statement  

1. On October 10, 2003, Applicant Admired Transportation, Inc., and Metro Taxi, Inc. (Metro), filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention of Metro Taxi, Inc., in Docket No. 02A-642BP-Extension (Admired Stipulation).  Because it appears that all parties in this proceeding may not have been served, a copy of the Admired Stipulation is appended to this Order as Attachment A.  

2. On October 10, 2003, Applicant Care-4-U Transportation, Inc., and Metro filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention of Metro Taxi, Inc., in Docket No. 03A-020BP (Care-4-U Stipulation).  Because it appears that all parties in this proceeding may not have been served, a copy of the Care-4-U Stipulation is appended to this Order as Attachment B.  

3. On October 10, 2003, Applicant Superior Care & Transportation, Inc., and Metro filed a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention of Metro Taxi, Inc., in Docket No. 03A-050BP (Superior Care Stipulation).  Because it appears that all parties in this proceeding may not have been served, a copy of the Superior Care Stipulation is appended to this Order as Attachment C.  

4. Hearing in this consolidated proceeding is scheduled for October 20 through 24, 2003.  In view of the three stipulations, the scope of the scheduled hearing will be narrowed to consideration of the three stipulations, to presentation of evidence in support and in opposition, to presentation of evidence concerning issues which remain unresolved by the stipulations, and to presentation of evidence necessary to assure that the information contained in the three applications at issue is correct and that the applications are verified.
  The hearing will commence as scheduled and proceed until the parties present have had an opportunity to provide their evidence.  

5. Any party which supports one or more of the stipulations may present evidence at the hearing in support of one or more of the stipulations.  Parties to the stipulations are advised that the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) may have questions concerning one or more of the stipulations and that they should be prepared to respond to questions.  

6. Any party which opposes one or more of the stipulations must present at the hearing its evidence in opposition.  If a party fails to appear at the scheduled hearing and/or fails to present, at the scheduled hearing, evidence in opposition to a stipulation, that party will be deemed to have no objection to the stipulation; to have no objection to the restrictive amendment proposed in the stipulation; and to have no objection to the granting of the stipulated motion.  

7. Any Intervenor which believes that acceptance of one or more of the stipulations will not resolve the issues raised by its intervention must appear at the hearing and present evidence concerning its issues.  Applicants must be prepared to meet this evidence.  If an Intervenor fails to appear at the scheduled hearing and/or fails to present, at the scheduled hearing, evidence on the issue(s) which, in the opinion of the Intervenor, the stipulations do not resolve, that Intervenor will be deemed to have no objection to the granting of the applications as amended by the stipulations.   

8. In Decision No. R03-0924-I, as amended by Decision No. R03-1012-I, the ALJ established, in addition to hearing dates, a procedural schedule for this consolidated proceeding.  In view of the stipulations, that procedural schedule (but not the hearing) will be vacated.  If one or more of the stipulations is not accepted, a new procedural schedule will be established by subsequent order.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The scope of the hearing is narrowed as set out above.  

2. The procedural schedule, but not the hearing, in this matter is vacated.  

3. Parties shall comply with the requirements of this Order, as stated above.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
