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I. statement

1. The complaint concerns zone charges assessed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  It appears that much or all of the complaint has been mooted by Qwest’s abolition of zone charges.  Any complainant shall have 14 days from the effective date of this order to indicate whether the complainant wishes to proceed with this complaint or not.  If they wish to proceed, they need to state with specificity the grounds upon which they intend to proceed.  If no complainant makes any filing the matter will be dismissed.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any complainant may make a filing within 14 days of the date of this Order as set forth above.  If no such filing is made the complaint will be dismissed.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
