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I. statement

1. On March 31, 2003, 1-800-RECONEX, Inc., doing business as USTel (Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Service and for a Letter of Registration to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.  

2. Staff of the Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel intervened.  There are no other Intervenors.  

3. By Decision No. R03-0639-I, dated June 11, 2003, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled the hearing in this matter for September 11 and 12, 2003, and established a procedural schedule.  

4. By Decision No. R03-0996-I, the ALJ granted Applicant’s unopposed motion to vacate the hearing dates.  The ALJ required Applicant to file a status report on or before October 17, 2003, and to suggest a hearing date if the parties has not reached a settlement by that date.  

5. Applicant has filed its direct testimony and exhibits.  Intervenors have filed their answer testimony and exhibits.  Applicant has filed its rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  There is no cross-answer testimony filed.  

6. Applicant has waived the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., in this proceeding.  See Decision No. R03-0996-I at ¶ 6.  

7. On October 17, 2003, pursuant to Decision No. R03-0996-I, the Applicant filed a Status Report.  In that filing Applicant reported that the parties continue to discuss settlement and anticipate that settlement may be reached before hearing in this docket.  Applicant also stated that the parties are available for hearing on December 17, 2003.  

8. Hearing in this matter will be scheduled for December 17, 2003.  

9. If settlement is reached, the parties will be ordered to file the stipulation not later than close of business on December 12, 2003, to allow for review of the stipulation prior to the scheduled hearing date.  With respect to any settlement reached, parties are to provide, at the time the settlement is filed and in addition to the hard copies required to be filed, an electronic version (on a CD or on a 3.5” diskette and in MS Word or MS Excel format) of the settlement and of all attachments or exhibits.   

10. There will be no prehearing conference unless requested by a party.  

11. Prehearing motions will be due no later than close of business on December 10, 2003.  No written response will be required, although a party may file a response if it wishes to do so.  Pending prehearing motions will be taken up as preliminary matters at the hearing.
