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I. STATEMENT

1. On October 21, 2003, the Respondent, Aquila Networks—WPC (Aquila), filed a Motion to Dismiss “Complaint” (Motion to Dismiss) in the captioned proceeding.  On October 21, 2003, the response time to the Motion to Dismiss was shortened to October 30, 2003.  See, Decision No. R03-1192-I.

2. By telephonic call initiated on October 28, 2003, the Complainants Rudolph and Brinder Bradberry requested that response time to the Motion to Dismiss be extended to November 4, 2003.  Complainants indicate that health problems preclude them form preparing and submitting a response prior to that time.  Aquila’s legal counsel participated in the subject telephone call and indicated that his client had no objection to this request.

3. Good grounds having been shown, Complainants’ request will be granted.  Any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss shall be filed on or before November 4, 2003.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss “Complaint” filed by the Respondent, Aquila Networks—WPC, on October 21, 2003, shall be filed on or before November 4, 2003.
