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I. statement

1. On August 29, 2003, Comfort Care Center, LLC, doing business as Care Van Transportation Services (Applicant), filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That Application commenced this docket.  

2. Troy Chase and Dirk Smith, Medvan, LLC (Medvan) and Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., and doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc. (Shamrock), filed interventions.  There are no other intervenors in this proceeding.  

3. On September 29, 2003, Applicant filed a Motion to Set the Hearing in Ft. Collins (Motion).  The Motion is unopposed.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted.  The hearing will be held in Fort Collins, Colorado.  

4. Pursuant to Decision No. R03-1158-I, a prehearing conference in this matter was held on October 28, 2003.  Applicant and Medvan appeared and participated.  Shamrock did not appear.  

5. At the prehearing conference, the parties agreed to -- and the ALJ will order -- the following procedural schedule:  (a) the date by which Applicant will file its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits is December 5, 2003; (b) the date by which each Intervenor will file its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits is January 7, 2004; (c) the date by which any stipulation or restrictive amendment will be filed is January 14, 2004; and (d) the hearing dates are January 21 and 22, 2004.  

6. The list of witnesses must include the name and address of each witness.  Copies of the exhibits which a party intends to offer in support of its position must be filed on the dates established in paragraph 5 of this Order.  If it wishes to file a supplemental list of witnesses and copies of exhibits, a party must file an appropriate motion.  

7. The Commission deemed this Application complete as of October 29, 2003.  This schedule will permit the Commission to make a decision in this proceeding within the timeframes established in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. (i.e., a Commission decision on or before May 26, 2004).
