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I. statement

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on August 7, 2003, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” on August 11, 2003.  

2. On August 14, 2003, The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as Scenic Mountain Tours (TMG), filed its Intervention by Right in this matter.  On October 27, 2003, the TMG intervention was stricken and/or dismissed thereby rendering this application uncontested. See, Decision No. R03-1205-I.

3. By virtue of the foregoing, the application is eligible for processing under the Commission’s modified, no-hearing procedure.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-24.  However, since the application is not “verified”, further processing in this manner requires the submission of a verified statement pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-24(a).  The transferee, Colorado Tour Lines, LLC, doing business as Gray Line of Denver, shall submit such a verified statement within ten days of the date of this Order.  Its failure to do so will result in the matter proceeding to hearing.          

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Colorado Tour Lines, LLC, doing business as Gray Line of Denver, shall submit a verified statement consistent with the provisions of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-24(a) within ten days of the date of this Order.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
