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I. statement

1. On April 25, 2003, the undersigned administrative law judge issued a recommended decision granting, in part, the captioned application of Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle and Blue Sky Shuttle (Boulder Express),  See, Decision No. R03-0436.  Ordering paragraph no. 4 of Decision No. R03-0436 required Boulder Express to make certain compliance filings within 60 days of its effective date.  That paragraph also provided that the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) could enlarge the compliance period “for good cause shown”.

2. On September 15, 2003, the Commission issued its Decision No. C03-1045 denying exceptions filed by Boulder Express to Decision No. R03-0436.  Therefore, Decision No. R03-0436 became effective on that date and the compliance filings referred to above became due 60 days later, on November 14, 2003.

3. On November 14, 2003, Owner/Driver United Corporation (Owner/Driver filed a request for a 60-day enlargement of the compliance period discussed above.  As grounds for the request, Owner/Driver alleges that Boulder Express has breached an agreement to transfer any authority granted under Docket No. 02A-412CP to Owner/Driver and that such breach “…results in Owner/Driver being unable to file the necessary papers with the PUC to operate the authority which is rightfully ours.”

4. The Owner/Driver request must be denied for two reasons.  First, a review of the Commission’s records reveals that Boulder Express has timely made all filing compliances required by Decision No. 03A-0436.  As a result, the Commission is now in the process of issuing Boulder Express a certificate of public convenience and necessity authorizing it to provide the motor carrier transportation services authorized by that Decision.
  This makes Owner/Driver’s request moot.

5. Second, Owner/Driver is not a party to this proceeding and, as a result, does not have legal standing to request an enlargement of the subject compliance filing period.  See, Decision No. R02-1251-I (substitution of Boulder Express for Owner/Driver as applicant in this matter results in Owner/Driver ceasing to be a party).

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Owner/Driver United Corporation for a 60-day enlargement of the compliance period set forth in Ordering paragraph no. 4 of Decision No. R03-0436 is denied.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
