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I. statement

1. On November 21, 2003, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed its First Motion to Compel On Systems to Respond to Staff’s Audit Request; Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule; and Request to Shorten Response Time.  In this motion Staff states that it has propounded two separate sets of audit questions, to which it has received no responses.  It states that the current due date for Staff testimony is November 21, 2003.  Staff seeks an order compelling responses to Staff’s audit questions, vacating the due date for Staff’s direct testimony, and shortening response time to the motion to one business day.  Staff further states in its motion that it will serve a copy of the motion on an agent for On Systems Technology, LLC (On Systems) by electronic mail. 

2. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has reviewed the file in this matter.
  There is no order in place allowing electronic service of pleadings.  Further, the certificate of service does not say to what electronic address Staff would be notifying the agent for On Systems.  The motion to shorten response time will be granted in part; response time will be shortened to seven days.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Request to Shorten Response Time to Staff’s First Motion to Compel and Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule filed November 21, 2003 is granted in part.  Respondents shall have until November 28, 2003 to respond to this motion.
