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I. statement 

1. On May 2, 2003, Applicant Norm’s Transportation Service, L.L.C. (Applicant) filed the Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application) which commenced this docket.  

2. By Notice of Applications Filed (Notice), the Commission gave public notice of the filing of the Application.  See Notice dated May 19, 2003, at 2.  On June 18, 2003, Jose Arthur Martinez, doing business as Little Stinkers Taxi Cab Service, intervened in this proceeding.  On June 19, 2003, Robert Noga of Twin Hearts Express & Transportation intervened in this proceeding.  There are no other intervenors.
  

3. On September 19, 2003, pursuant to Decision No. R03-0937-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened the hearing in this matter.  The Parties were able to reach an agreement, which they reduced to writing and filed on October 10, 2003 (Stipulation).  On November 18, 2003, for the reasons stated in Decision No. R03-1291-I, the undersigned ALJ rejected the Stipulation as submitted.  In that Order, the ALJ required Applicant to file three proposed hearing dates, agreeable to the Parties, for this proceeding.  Id. at ¶ 12.  

4. On November 25, 2003, Applicant filed the requested list of dates.  Based on the filing, the ALJ will order the hearing in this matter to be held on January 13, 2004, in Alamosa, Colorado.  

5. In its filing, Applicant states that Applicant and the Intervenors are working to reach an agreement in this docket.  Applicant requests on behalf of the Parties that, if such an agreement is filed, the hearing date be vacated.  If the Parties file, on or before December 19, 2003, a stipulation which addresses the concerns identified in Decision No. R03-1291-I and otherwise is satisfactory, the ALJ will vacate the January 13, 2004, hearing.
