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I. statement

1. On November 25, 2003, the Applicant, Rocky Mountain Powder, Inc. (RMPI), filed a Motion to Amend Application With Expedited Re-Notice (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.

2. The Motion requests that the application be amended and that the notice period for the amended application be shortened to ten days.  In support of the request to shorten the notice period, RMPI points out that subject amendment constitutes a very nominal change in the scope of the application as originally noticed.

3. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Amend Application With Expedited Re-Notice filed by Rocky Mountain Powder, Inc., is granted.

2. The notice period for the amended application of Rocky Mountain Powder, Inc., shall be shortened to ten days.
