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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Rocky Mountain Powder, Inc. (RMPI), was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on September 29, 2003, and was originally “noticed” on October 6, 2003.  The matter is currently scheduled for hearing on December 9, 2003.
