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I. statement

1. On October 27, 2003, Cascade Village Condominium Association, Inc., and more than 25 individual customers of Mill Creek Water Sales & Distribution, LLC (Complainants), filed the Complaint which commenced this docket.  

2. On October 28, 2003, the Commission served on Mill Creek Water Sales & Distribution, LLC (Respondent), an Order to Satisfy or Answer.  That Order required Respondent to file, within 20 days of service (i.e., on or before November 17, 2003), an answer or other pleading in response to the Complaint.  That Order also established a procedural schedule which conforms to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-72(a).  

3. On October 28, 2003, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in this proceeding.  That Order established a hearing date of December 22, 2003, in this matter.  

4. On November 18, 2003, by Decision No. R03-1294-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted Respondent’s Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to Answer or Otherwise to Plead and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  In that Order, inter alia, the ALJ vacated the December 22, 2003 hearing, and restated the procedural schedule.  

5. On November 13, 2003, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed a Petition for Leave to Intervene Pursuant to Rules 64(b) and 72(c)(2) (Petition) and its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, and Notice Pursuant to Rules 9(d) and 24(a)(1).  On November 14, 2003, Staff filed a Notice of Filing Revised Certificates of Service for the two filings made on November 13, 2003.  Response to the Petition was due on or before November 28, 2003.  

6. The Petition contains information which satisfies the requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-72(c)(2).  The Petition establishes that Staff should be granted intervenor (i.e., full party) status.  Granting the Petition will not prejudice the parties in this proceeding as Staff will take the proceeding as it finds it.  In addition, the proceeding is at an early stage (i.e., Respondent has not yet filed its answer or other responsive pleading and is not required to do so until December 2, 2003).  See Decision No. R03-1294-I.  Finally, no party filed a response to the Petition.  The Petition is unopposed.  The Petition will be granted.  

7. As a party in this proceeding, Staff will take this case as it finds it.  Staff is bound by the procedural schedule and other requirements ordered in this case and by notices already given to the parties.  See Decision No. R03-1294-I; Rule 4 CCR 723-1-72(a).  

8. Complainants and Respondent must add to their certificates of service the Staff counsel and the Staff persons identified in the Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, and Notice Pursuant to Rules 9(d) and 24(a)(1) filed by Staff on November 13, 2003.  In addition, counsel for Complainants must confer with counsel for Respondent and with counsel for Staff concerning proposed hearing dates and the city in which the hearing should be held.  See Decision No. R03-1294-I at ¶ I.8.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Petition for Leave to Intervene Pursuant to Rules 64(b) and 72(c)(2) filed by Staff of the Commission on November 13, 2003, is granted.  

2. Staff of the Commission is granted party status as an intervenor in this docket.  

3. Staff of the Commission shall take this proceeding as it finds it.  

4. Staff of the Commission is bound by, and is charged with knowledge of, Decision No. R03-1294-I, issued in this docket on November 18, 2003.  

5. The parties shall comply with the requirements of this Order and with the requirements contained in Decision No. R03-1294-I.  

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
