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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on November 5, 2003, when the Colorado Public Utilities Commission issued its Order Opening Docket and Procedural Directives (Order).  See, Decision No. C03-1250.  The Order made Qwest Corporation; WorldCom, Inc.; and AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and TCG Colorado, Inc., parties to this matter.  It directed all other interested parties to file requests for intervention (Intervention) on or before December 5, 2003. 

2. The following entities have filed timely Interventions in this matter:  Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc.; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc.; iLOKA, Inc., doing business as Microtech-Tel; DIECA Communications, Inc., doing business as Covad Communications Company; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and the Staff of the Commission (collectively, Intervenors).  No party has objected to any Intervention.

3. A review of the Interventions establishes that each of the Intervenors has either a substantial interest in or a statutory/legally protected right in the subject matter of this proceeding and should, therefore, be granted intervenor status.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-64.  Therefore, the Interventions will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The requests for intervention filed in this proceeding by Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc.; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc.; iLOKA, Inc., doing business as Microtech-Tel; DIECA Communications, Inc., doing business as Covad Communications Company; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and the Staff of the Commission are granted.
