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I. statement 

1. On March 12, 2003, NTCH-Colorado, Inc., doing business as Clear Talk (Applicant), filed its Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier.  Applicant has waived the requirements of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  

2. Applicant filed direct testimony and exhibits and rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed answer testimony and exhibits and cross-answer testimony and exhibits.  Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc. (CTA), filed answer testimony and exhibits and filed cross-answer testimony and exhibits (which consisted of a reservation of right to file cross-answer testimony at a later time).  Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed answer testimony and exhibits and did not file cross-answer testimony.  

3. By Decision No. R03-1316-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted the request of the parties that they be permitted to file a settlement agreement on or before December 5, 2003, and that a hearing on the settlement be scheduled.  The hearing on the settlement was scheduled for December 16, 2003.  

4. On December 5, 2003, Applicant filed a Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Motion).  A Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and its four Attachments (Stipulation) accompanied the Motion.  The Stipulation was signed by Applicant, Staff, and OCC.  Although not a signatory, CTA does not oppose the terms of the Stipulation.  See Stipulation at ¶ 21.  

5. On December 5, 2003, Applicant filed its Fourth Amendment to Application.  This amendment narrowed the scope of the Application to a request that Applicant be designated an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in three named wire centers within the service territory of Delta County Telecom, Inc.  See Fourth Amendment at ¶ 2.  

6. The ALJ has reviewed the Motion, Stipulation, and Fourth Amendment.  The prefiled testimony and exhibits set out the positions of the parties in this case.  The Stipulation and the Fourth Amendment are clear.  The ALJ has no questions for the parties and does not believe a hearing on the Stipulation is necessary.  Accordingly, the hearing scheduled for December 16, 2003, will be vacated.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The hearing scheduled for December 16, is vacated.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
