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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Sprint Corporation, on behalf of its Wireless Division (consisting of SprintCom, Inc., Sprint Spectrum, L.P., and WirelessCo, L.P., doing business as Sprint)(collectively, Sprint) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on October 1, 2003.

2. Public notice of the application was provided on October 3, 2003.  The Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) have filed timely interventions in this matter. 

3. On November 12, 2003, the Commission deemed this application complete as of November 18, 2003.    

4. A pre-hearing conference was held on December 18, 2003.  See, Decision No. R03-1396-I.  Appearances were entered on behalf of Sprint, Staff, and the OCC by their respective legal counsel.

5. At the pre-hearing conference the parties presented agreed procedures and a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  The procedures and procedural schedule agreed to by the parties are reasonable and will be adopted by the Order that follows.

6. Section 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., requires the Commission to issue a decision in applications of this type within 210 days after the application is deemed complete.  However, subsection (3) of that statute allows an applicant to waive that deadline.  See, § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.  At the pre-hearing conference Sprint acknowledged that adoption of the agreed procedures and procedural schedule would require it to waive the subject deadline and, as a result, it agreed to so waive the same.

2. Sprint Corporation shall file its direct testimony and exhibits, in question and answer form, on or before January 16, 2004.

3. The Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel shall file their answer testimony and exhibits, in question and answer form, on or before February 13, 2004.

4. Any desired rebuttal or cross-answer testimony and exhibits shall be filed, in question and answer form, on or before March 5, 2004.

5. All parties shall serve all other parties with copies of work papers relating to their testimony and exhibits on the same date such testimony/exhibits are filed with the Commission. 

6. Discovery relating to direct testimony/exhibits shall be served on all parties on or before February 13, 2004.

7. Discovery relating to answer testimony/exhibits shall be served on all parties on or before March 5, 2004.

8. Discovery relating to rebuttal testimony/exhibits shall be served on all parties on or before March 23, 2004.

9. Discovery may be served electronically and, if so served, the receiving party shall promptly acknowledge receipt of the same.

10. Discovery requests served after noon on any Friday shall be deemed served as of the next business day.

11. Responses to all written discovery shall be served on all parties within seven calendar days of service of the discovery requests to which they are directed.

12. Motions to compel discovery shall be filed within two business days after receipt of discovery objections.  Such motions shall be served on all parties electronically or via facsimile transmission as well as by United States Mail.  Hearings on discovery motions will be heard promptly after they are at issue and may be heard by telephone.
