I. statement 

1. On October 23, 2003, Applicant Arrow Express, LLC (Applicant) filed the Application for an Extension of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Number 55711 (Application) which commenced this docket.  

2. By Notice of Applications Filed (Notice), the Commission gave public notice of the filing of the Application.  See Notice dated October 27, 2003, at 4.  On November 14, 2003, Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West), intervened in this proceeding.  There are no other intervenors in this proceeding.  

3. On December 1, 2003, the Commission deemed the Application complete.  On that same date the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  That Order set the hearing in this matter for January 5, 2004.  

4. On December 29, 2003, the parties in this proceeding filed a Stipulation, Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Withdraw Intervention.  If the Stipulation is accepted by the Commission, it will settle all issues in this proceeding.  

5. On December 29, 2003, Golden West filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing, Handle the Application under Rule 24 and Grant Application as Restrictively Amended (Motion).  As grounds for the Motion to Vacate Hearing, Golden West states that, in view of the Stipulation, Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Withdraw Intervention filed on December 29, 2003, the Application should be considered pursuant to the procedures found in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-24.  That rule states that, without holding a hearing, the Commission may decide applications which are neither contested nor opposed.  Golden West states that, upon Commission acceptance of the Stipulation, its intervention will be withdrawn and the Application in this case will be unopposed and uncontested.  Under these circumstances, Golden West requests that the Commission vacate the scheduled hearing.  

6. The Motion states good cause, at least with respect to the request to vacate the hearing.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The request to vacate the hearing will be granted.  The hearing scheduled for January 5, 2004, will be vacated.  

7. The Motion to Handle the Application under Rule 24 and Grant Application as Restrictively Amended is under advisement and is not decided by this Order.  

8. All parties are signatories to the Stipulation.  The hearing is scheduled to occur in three business days.  In view of the circumstances, response time to the Motion to vacate the hearing will be waived.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter, scheduled for January 5, 2004, is vacated.  

3. Response time to the Motion to Vacate Hearing is waived.  

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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
