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I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R04-0574-I, May 28, 2004, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge ordered that service be reestablished to the Complainant Advanced Air Tech Mechanical, Inc., doing business as Advance Air Teck for a period of seven days, pending a hearing on Complainant’s Emergency Motion to Continue Service.  By Stipulations filed June 4 and 9, 2004, the Complainant and the Respondent Qwest Corporation have agreed that the Respondent will continue to provide service to the Complainant in accordance with the terms of Decision No. R04-0575-I, through the conclusion of the hearing currently scheduled for July 22, 2004.

2. The Stipulation will be accepted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Qwest Corporation shall continue to provide service in accordance with the terms of Decision No. R04-0574-I, 2004, until the conclusion of the hearing scheduled currently for July 22, 2004, or as established by further order of the Commission.

2. The hearing on the motion scheduled for June 9, 2004 is vacated.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
