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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 13, 2004, Lana Adult Day Care, Inc. (Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Applications Filed dated June 1, 2004 at 4.  Golden West Commuter, LLC; Metro Taxi, Inc.; Denver Taxi, LLC; Boulder Shuttle, LLC; and Boulder Taxi, LLC, intervened of right.  Each of these intervenors opposes the granting of the Application.  

3. By Decision No. R04-0806-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) ordered Applicant to show cause why the Application should not be dismissed for failure to meet the filing requirements established by the Commission in this proceeding.  

4. On July 26, 2004, Applicant filed a Motion to Establish Good Cause for Failure to Meet the Witness List and Copies of Exhibits Filing Requirements (Motion).  No Certificate of Service is attached to the Motion; thus, it is not clear whether all parties were served with a copy of the Motion.  To assure that the parties receive the Motion, a copy is appended to this Order as Attachment 1.  

5. Under Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22, response to the Motion is due, absent order of the Commission, on or before August 9, 2004.  The hearing in this matter is scheduled for August 19, 2004.  By this Order the ALJ will shorten, to and including August 4, 2004, the response time to the Motion.  This will provide sufficient time for consideration of the Motion while maintaining the scheduled hearing date.  

II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Motion to Establish Good Cause for Failure to Meet the Witness List and Copies of Exhibits Filing Requirements is shortened to and including August 4, 2004.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
