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I. statement

1. The hearing of the captioned application of the Town of Windsor, Colorado (Windsor) is currently scheduled for December 15, 2004.  See, Decision No. R04-1108-I.  That decision also established a procedural schedule for filing witness lists and copies of exhibits626.
