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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by Empire One Telecommunications, Inc. for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services and Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services.

2. At its December 7, 2004 Weekly Meeting, the Commission referred this case to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing.  On December 20, 2004, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission filed its Notice of Intervention and Request for Hearing.

This Order sets a prehearing conference in this case.  The prehearing conference will deal with all issues contemplated by Rule 79(b)(5), Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure,
 and related matters.
