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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on November 16, 2004 to implement an experimental residential price response pilot program.    

2. On November 29, 2004, Mr. Steven D. Arnold filed a Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice (Motion) to represent Public Service in this docket.  Included with the Motion was a letter from the Supreme Court of Colorado’s Attorney Registration Office indicating that Mr. Arnold has complied with C.R.C.P. Rules 221 (1)(iii) and (iv) for this docket and an affidavit stating that Mr. Arnold has complied with the requirements set forth in C.R.C.P. Rule 221.

B.
Findings and Conclusions
