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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. By Decision No. C05-0018, the Commission directed the parties to come prepared to the prehearing conference with dates for the filing of testimony and procedures for addressing the discovery process.  On January 11, 2005, the Commission held a prehearing conference in this matter.  Appearances were entered on behalf of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).

2. At the prehearing conference the parties suggested the following testimony filing dates:  Answer testimony on February 18, 2005 and Rebuttal testimony on March 10, 2005.  They also agreed that the discovery cut-off date for items raised in the Company’s Direct testimony is February 18, 2005 and the discovery cut-off date for items raised in the Staff’s Answer testimony is March 10, 2005.  Further, they agreed that Public Service would have until March 15, 2005 to respond to the first 15 discovery questions related to the Company’s Rebuttal case, if they are served by March 11, 2005.  For all remaining discovery questions relating to the Company’s Rebuttal case that are served by March 11, 2005, Public Service would have until March 16, 2005 to respond.  The parties agreed that the response times to discovery would be in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and that the Commission would handle any discovery disputes.  Finally, they suggested that Statements of Position would be filed on March 25, 2005.  We find that the procedural schedule suggested by the parties is reasonable and should be adopted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Answer testimony shall be filed on February 18, 2005, and Rebuttal testimony shall be filed on March 10, 2005. 

2. The discovery process as outlined above will be granted.
