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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 2, 2004, Supra Telecommunications and Information Systems, Inc. (Supra) and H.I.G. Supra, Inc. (H.I.G.) filed a joint application requesting a Commission order authorizing a transfer of control between Supra and H.I.G.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-25-8.

2. H.I.G. will be the ultimate parent company of Supra.  H.I.G. does not provide and does not seek authority to provide any telecommunications services in Colorado. Supra was granted authority to provide local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services in Decision No. C98-874.  Supra currently has an effective tariff on file.

3. The applicants intend to reorganize operations under the parent company where Supra, currently a Debtor in Possession, will transfer control to its parent, H.I.G.  This transaction is anticipated to occur upon the conclusion of the bankruptcy proceeding in the United States Bankruptcy Court, Southern District of Florida, Miami Division (Case No. 02-41250-BKC-RAM).  Supra will ultimately be majority owned and controlled by H.I.G., however, Supra currently owns and controls itself in the bankruptcy proceeding.

4. Supra does not currently have customers in Colorado, and has not had customers in any prior year.  Therefore, no customers will be affected by this transfer.

B. Discussion

5. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

6. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer is not contrary to the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of control of Supra Telecommunications and Information Systems, Inc. to H.I.G. Supra, Inc. is deemed complete and granted.

2. Supra Telecommunications and Information Systems, Inc. shall continue to have the obligation to file an annual report with the Commission and to contribute to all applicable Colorado funds, including the Public Utilities Commission's Fixed Utilities Fund, the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, and the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
