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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On December 9, 2004 Amistad of San Luis, Inc. filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the County of Costilla, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Alamosa, Conejos, and Mineral, State of Colorado, on the other hand.  This application was restricted:  (1) to providing transportation services for passengers who are clients of Amistad of San Luis, Inc., P. O. Box 674, San Luis, Colorado 81152; and (2) to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on December 13, 2004.

3. Joe Arthur Martinez doing business as Little Stinker’s Taxi Cab Service filed an intervention opposing the application on January 11, 2005.
4. Robert Noga doing busines as Twin Hearts Express & Transportation filed an intervention opposing the application on January 13, 2005.
B. Findings of Fact

5. Rule 65 (e), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure states: “An entry of appearance and notice of intervention to an application for temporary authority shall be in writing and shall be filed with the Commission within five days of the date of the notice of the filing.”

6. The temporary authority requested by Amistad of San Luis, Inc. in Docket No. 04A-630BP-TA was noticed on December 13, 2004.  Therefore, to be timely filed, an intervention to this temporary authority application had to be filed by December 20, 2004.

7. No interventions to Docket No. 04A-630BP-TA were filed by December 20, 2004.  The Commission granted the temporary authority requested in this application on December 21, 2004 in Decision No. C04-1534.

C. Conclusions

8. The interventions filed by Joe Arthur Martinez doing business as Little Stinker’s Taxi Cab and Robert Noga doing busines as Twin Hearts Express & Transportation were not filed within the time period required by Rule 65 (e), 4 CCR 723-1.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The interventions filed by Joe Arthur Martinez doing business as Little Stinker’s Taxi Cab and Robert Noga doing busines as Twin Hearts Express & Transportation are denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
