I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On January 31, 2003, the City of Steamboat Springs (Steamboat Springs), Colorado, filed an application for authority to construct a pedestrian-bicycle crossing and general drainage improvements on the right-of-way of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR), and 13th Street at milepost 191.1, in the City of Steamboat Springs, Routt County, Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application together with a copy of the application to all interested parties, including the adjacent property owners, in accordance with § 40‑6‑108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed February 3, 2003.

3. On February 3, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

4. On February 14, 2003, the UPRR filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

5. On November 12, 2004, the Commission received an Agreement by and between the City of Steamboat Springs and the Union Pacific Railroad Company 

6. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the application is now complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

B. Findings of Fact

7. The purpose of this application is to secure Commission approval to construct a pedestrian-bicycle crossing at this location to enhance the safety of the existing crossing.  

8. The project consists of widening the shoulder of the road to provide adequate separation of the vehicular and pedestrian traffic, and construction of an 8-foot wide pedestrian/bicycle sidewalk approximately 7 feet south of the existing roadway crossing at Milepost 191.1, DOT ID No. 253-660K.

9.  According to the application and the Agreement, Steamboat Springs will pay for the project.

10. Similarly, maintenance of the pedestrian-bicycle pathway, warning signs and turn-styles will be the responsibility of Steamboat Springs.  UPRR will maintain and repair, at the expense of Steamboat Springs, the Crossing surface within two feet outside of each rail.

11. All exhibits, specifications, and plans are complete, accurate, and meet Commission requirements.

C. Conclusions

12. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40‑4‑106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

13. Because the application is unopposed, the Commission will determine this matter without a formal hearing, under § 40‑6‑109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723‑l.

14. The public safety, convenience, and necessity require, and will be served by granting this application.

II. ORDER:

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The City of Steamboat Springs, Routt County, Colorado, is authorized to construct a pedestrian-bicycle crossing at the Union Pacific Railroad Company tracks and 13th Street, at railroad milepost 191.1, in the City of Steamboat Springs, Routt County, Colorado.

2. The construction authorized in Ordering Paragraph 1 above shall be in accordance with the plans, specifications, and exhibits submitted with the application, and the Agreement, which are hereby approved.

3.  The construction and maintenance of the pedestrian-bicycle pathway shall be the responsibility of the City of Steamboat Springs, Colorado.

4. The Union Pacific Railroad Company shall maintain its railroad right-of-way at the expense of the City of Steamboat Springs, Colorado.

5. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
