I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On June 11, 2003, the Town of Paonia filed an application requesting authority to install automatic signals with gates, bells and lights at the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) crossing at 3rd Street in the Town of Paonia.

2. The Commission gave notice of this application together with a copy of the application, to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The Notice was mailed June 17, 2003.

3. On June 17, 2003, the staff of the PUC filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention

4. On June 20, 2003, the Colorado Department of Transportation filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention

5. On June 30, 2003, the County of Delta filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention

6. On July 18, 2003, the UPRR filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention

7. On February 20, 2004, the Town of Paonia filed an Amendment to the Application requesting authority to add pedestrian crossing improvements and on April 7, 2004, filed the plans and maps for the amendment.  On June 24, 2004, a Construction and Maintenance contract was filed but it did not include the pedestrian crossing improvements.

8. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

9. All exhibits, specifications and plans are complete, accurate and meet Commission requirements.

10. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40-4-106(2)(a) & (3)(a), C.R.S.

11. The Commission now refers this application to an administrative law judge for determination of its merits, including the status of the final contract between the parties for construction and maintenance of the crossing.

II. ORDER
