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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 30, 2004, Cypress Communications Operating Company, Inc. (Cypress) filed an application to remove the requirement to offer residential services. The authority to provide competitive local exchange service was granted in Decision No. C00-897 in Docket No. 00A-368T.

2. Cypress requests that its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) be amended to remove the requirement to offer residential service, but still allow Cypress the authority to offer residential service in the future upon proper Advice Letter and Tariff filings, which provide the rates, terms, and conditions applicable to residential service.

3. Cypress noted that in recent Commission decisions granting authority to other competitive local exchange carriers, the Commission no longer required those providers to offer residential service within their service territories.  Cypress further noted that this requirement was consistent with the Commission's past policies regarding competitive entry.  Thus, Cypress requests that its CPCN be amended to remove that requirement.

Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on January 4, 2005.  Interventions were due on or before January 24, 2005.  None were filed.

4. Cypress represented in the application that it has no residential customers and does not focus on offerings that are of particular interest to residential customers.  Cypress further represented that it provides bundled telecommunications services to small and medium-sized businesses in multi-tenant commercial office buildings.  Cypress has provided sufficient information to the Commission to take the appropriate action relating to this matter.

5. Good cause having been shown, we grant the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. Cypress Communications Operating Company, Inc.'s application to remove the requirement to offer residential local exchange services in the State of Colorado is granted.

3. Cypress Communications Operating Company, Inc. will continue to offer all of its regulated services to its business customers on a non-discriminatory basis.  This Order does not affect services offered to business customers.

4. Upon such time that Cypress Communications Operating Company, Inc. may decide to offer residential service, Cypress Communications Operating Company, Inc. shall file an Advice Letter and Tariff relating to residential local exchange service to become effective on not less than 30 days’ notice. 

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
