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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Qwest Corporation’s (Qwest) motion to reopen this docket for the limited purpose of modifying the protective order governing highly confidential information, and application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration of the Commission’s decision to make highly confidential information available only at the Commission’s offices, filed on January 27, 2005.

2. This motion was submitted in parallel to Qwest’s motion in Docket No. 04M-411T to take administrative notice of all information in the Commission’s files in this docket, and to change the provisions of the protective order governing highly confidential information in that docket.  We will deny Qwest’s motion and application in this docket, because given that we have taken administrative notice of the information in the Commission files in this docket in Docket No. 04A-411T, we believe that the changes to the protective order sought by Qwest can be obtained in that docket, rendering the need to reopen this docket moot.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s motion to reopen the docket is denied as is its application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
