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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion

1. On February 16, 2005, MCIMetro Access Transmission Services L.L.C. (MCI) filed an application for approval of a variance of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-10.1.1 and a request for shortened notice.  The request was made in order to allow MCI to continue to use e-billing for those customers who prefer this type of billing for local exchange services and interexchange services it provides in Colorado, and for shortened notice from 30 days’ notice to 10 days’ notice.

2. In Docket No. 03V-424T, Decision No. C03-1273, MCI was granted such a waiver until December 31, 2004 or until new Commission rules regulating telecommunications service providers and telephone utilities were issued which addressed this issue.

3. MCI requests that the variance of Rule 4 CCR 723-2-10.1.1 be granted until the Commission issues its decision on e-billing in Docket No. 03R-524T or any other relevant docket.

4. MCI further requests shortened notice in order to continue offering e-billing to its customers that prefer this type of billing. 

5. We find that MCI has provided sufficient information to render the appropriate action regarding the request for shortened notice.

6. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period of ten days.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. MCIMetro Access Transmission Services L.L.C.'s application for a request for shortened notice is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of ten days.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
