I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 22, 2005, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (AT&T) and McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. (McLeod) (cumulatively, Applicants) filed a joint application to transfer local exchange customers to McLeod, for waiver of certain Commission rules and for expedited treatment.  The proposed effective date of the transfer is contingent upon the Commission's granting the authority for shortened notice.  Upon the grant of less-than-statutory notice, the proposed effective date to transfer the customer base from AT&T to McLeod shall be March 25, 2005, or as soon as administratively practicable after March 25, 2005. 

2. Applicants assert that as the underlying local service carrier for AT&T, McLeod is uniquely situated to provide local exchange service to AT&T's customers without any interruption of their service.  Consequently, Applicants maintain that this application for transfer will not adversely affect AT&T’s customers.

3. Applicants further assert that the effect of this application if approved, will not only maintain continuity of customers’ basic telephone service, but will also maintain their current telephone number, long distance provider, and service features currently provided by AT&T.

4. Applicants state that AT&T's  customers will be provided written notification of the proposed transfer.  A copy of the customer notice was included with the application.

5. We find that Applicants have provided sufficient information to render the appropriate action regarding the request for expedited treatment.

6. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for expedited treatment, including less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period of ten days.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. and McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. for expedited treatment including less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of ten days.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
