I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On March 2, 2005, Connex North Holding Company, Inc. doing business as Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder SuperShuttle (Airporter) filed Proposed Revised Pages Numbered 3, 4, 5 and 6 to passenger Tariff Colorado P.U.C. Number 2 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  The proposal calls for a decrease in rates for the transportation of passengers in scheduled and call-and-demand service between Denver International Airport and the Boulder County area.  

2. Airporter proposes rate decreases of up to 34 percent through coupon promotions for special events and holidays over the next year.  These reductions are intended to keep Airporter competitive in the airport shuttle market.  Competitors with Airporter do indeed have such coupon promotions filed with this Commission as part of their pricing structure.

3. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

4. Granting the Airporter proposal is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal to allow Connex North Holding Company, Inc. doing business as Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder SuperShuttle to publish Revised Pages Numbered 3, 4, 5 and 6 to passenger Tariff Colorado P.U.C. Number 2 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
