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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On February 1, 2005 Alpine Activity Center, Inc. doing business as Steamboat Taxi, Inc. (Steamboat Taxi), filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 9742 to Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (Alpine Taxi/Limo).

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on February 7, 2005.  Interventions or other participations to this application were due 30 days after the date of notice, or March 9, 2005.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on April 12, 2005.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. Alpine Taxi/Limo currently owns and operates CPCN PUC No. 26246.  The geographic area and the types of services named in CPCN PUC No. 9742 in certain instances overlap or duplicate the geographic area and the types of services named in CPCN PUC No. 26246.

5. Common Carrier Rule 3.5 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-31 states “An application for transfer of a certificate shall contain all the information required by Rule No. 50(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Applicants must further establish that: The transfer will not result in the common control or ownership of duplicating or overlapping operating rights, unless the Commission finds that the duplication or overlap is in the public interest or is immaterial.”

6. Staff of the Commission has reviewed both CPCN PUC No. 9742 and CPCN PUC No. 26246.  Staff has also consolidated both certificates into a single certificate to be issued to Alpine Taxi/Limo.  The consolidated certificate eliminates the material duplicating and overlapping rights.  The consolidated certificate to be issued to Alpine Taxi/Limo is shown as Appendix A to this Order.

7. Rule No. 33 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 CCR 723-1 states that when the control of a transportation utility is transferred to another transportation utility, the adopting transportation utility shall adopt the tariffs and time schedules filed by the original transportation utility.  However, the Commission has been unable to locate any tariff filed by Steamboat Taxi for CPCN PUC No. 9742.  Therefore, Alpine Taxi/Limo will be required to file a tariff that establishes rates, rules, and regulations for any portion of the consolidated CPCN that is not already included in the tariff on file for CPCN PUC No. 26246.

8. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested transfer.

9. The financial standing of Alpine Taxi/Limo has been satisfactorily established.

10. This application for permanent approval of the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 9742 is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The hearing set for April 12, 2005 is vacated.

2. This application was deemed complete on March 30, 2005 within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

3. The application filed by Steamboat Taxi for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 9742, subject to encumbrances, if any, against the authority, to Alpine Taxi/Limo is granted.

4. The requirement for Alpine Taxi/Limo to adopt the tariff(s) filed by Steamboat Taxi is waived.  However, Alpine Taxi/Limo must file an original tariff that establishes rates, rules, and regulations for any portion of the consolidated CPCN that is not already included in its tariff for CPCN PUC No. 26246.

5. The full and complete authority to be held by Alpine Taxi/Limo shall read as set forth in Appendix A to this Order.

6. Alpine Taxi/Limo shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
7. Steamboat Taxi shall file a terminating annual report from the first of January to the date of this Order.

8. Alpine Taxi/Limo shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff that names rates, rules, and regulations for any portion of the consolidated CPCN that is not already named in the tariff on file for CPCN PUC No. 26246; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee; (e) filed an acceptance of transfer form, executed by both Steamboat Taxi and Alpine Taxi/Limo; and (f) received notice in writing from the Commission stating that it is in compliance and may begin service.
9. If Steamboat Taxi and Alpine Taxi/Limo do not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 9742 shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

10. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

I.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service:

A.
Between all points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado; and

B.
Between all points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

Restriction:  Item I(B) is restricted: (1) against providing service from points in Pitkin County to points in Routt County; and  (2) in that service from Routt County to Pitkin County shall be limited to providing service from all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 40 and Mt. Werner Road in Steamboat Springs, Colorado to all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of Mill and Maine in Aspen, Colorado, between the dates of November 15 through April 15, inclusive.

II.
Transportation, in taxicab service, of passengers and their baggage between all points in Moffat County, State of Colorado.

III.
Transportation, in taxicab service of passengers and their baggage between all points in the area described as follows: beginning at the point where the Counties of Grand, Jackson, and Routt intersect; thence east 5 1/2 miles to a point; thence north 6 miles to a point; thence west 5 1/2 miles to a point; thence south along the Routt/Jackson County boundary to the point of beginning; and between said points, on the one hand, and the Yampa Valley Airport, Steamboat Springs Airport, and Timbers Resort area, on the other hand.

Restriction:  Item (III) is restricted to the use of four wheel drive vehicles with a capacity of 6 passengers, including the driver.

IV.
Transportation, in taxicab service of passengers and their baggage between all points in Moffatt County, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

Restriction:  Item (IV) is restricted: (1) against the transportation of train crews originating or terminating at actual train locations on rail sidings; and (2) against traffic originating at or destined to points in Mesa County, Colorado.
V.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in charter service:

A.
Between all points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado; and

B.
Between all points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

Restrictions:  (1) Item (V) is restricted against the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of 32 or more; and (2) Item V(B) is restricted: (1) against providing service from points in Pitkin County to points in Routt County; and  (2) in that service from Routt County to Pitkin County shall be limited to providing service from all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 40 and Mt. Werner Road in Steamboat Springs, Colorado to all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of Mill and Maine in Aspen, Colorado, between the dates of November 15 through April 15, inclusive.

VI.
Transportation in charter service of passengers and their baggage:

A.
between all points in Moffat County, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and the Bob Adams Field also known as the Steamboat Stolport, on the other hand; and

B.
between all points in Moffat County, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, 

1.
all points within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway No. 40 and Colorado State Highway No. 9 at Kremmling, Colorado; and

2.
all points within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado State Highway No. 131 and the Colorado River at or near State Bridge, Colorado.

Restrictions:  Item (VI) is restricted: (1) against the transportation of train crews originating or terminating at actual train locations on rail sidings; (2) against the use of four wheel drive vehicles; and (3) to vehicles with a rated seating capacity not exceeding 15 passengers, plus the driver, and manufactured by or for Ford, Dodge, Plymouth, GMC, or Chevrolet.
VII.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service:

A.
Between all points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado; and

B.
Between all points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
Restriction:  Item VII(B) is restricted: (1) against providing service from points in Pitkin County to points in Routt County; and  (2) in that service from Routt County to Pitkin County shall be limited to providing service from all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 40 and Mt. Werner Road in Steamboat Springs, Colorado to all points within a 12-mile radius of the intersection of Mill and Maine in Aspen, Colorado, between the dates of November 15 through April 15, inclusive.

VIII.
Transportation, in call-and-demand limousine service of passengers and their baggage:

A.
between all points in Moffat County, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway No. 40 and Colorado State Highway No. 9 at Kremmling, Colorado; and

B.
between all points within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado State Highway No. 131 and the Colorado River at or near State Bridge, Colorado.

Restriction:  Item (VIII) is restricted: (1) against the transportation of train crews originating or terminating at actual train locations on rail sidings; and (2) to vehicles with a rated seating capacity not exceeding 15 passengers, plus the driver, and manufactured by or for Ford, Dodge, Plymouth, GMC, or Chevrolet.

IX.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, between Stapleton International Airport and Steamboat Springs, Colorado via Interstate 70, U. S. Highway 40, and Colorado State Highways 9 and 131, serving all intermediate points in Routt County, Colorado, and serving all other points in Routt County, State of Colorado, as off-route points.

X.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, between Craig, Colorado and Steamboat Springs, Colorado, and points within 5 miles thereof via U. S. Highway 40 serving all intermediate points, including the Yampa Valley Regional Airport and the Steamboat Springs STOLport.

Restriction:  All scheduled operations provided under Item (X) are restricted to points named in the carrier's filed schedule.

XI.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, on schedule, between Steamboat Springs, Colorado, on the one hand, and Aspen and Vail, Colorado, on the other hand.

Restriction:  All scheduled operations provided under Item (XI) are restricted to points named in the carrier's filed schedule.
XII.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, on schedule, between Denver International Airport and Steamboat Springs, Colorado, via Interstate 70, U. S. Highway 40, and Colorado Highways 9 and 131; serving the Shell Station at or near the intersection of Interstate 70 and Kipling Street in Wheat Ridge, Colorado, as an intermediate point; serving all intermediate points in Routt County Colorado, serving Silverthorne and Kremmling, Colorado, as additional intermediate points and serving all other points in the County of Routt, State of Colorado, as off-route points.

Restriction:  Item (XII) is restricted: (1) against providing service between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and Silverthorne, Colorado, on the other hand; and (2) against providing service between Denver International Airport and the Shell Station at or near the intersection of Interstate 70 and Kipling Street.

XIII.
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, on schedule, between all points within a 35-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 40 and Mount Werner Road at or near Steamboat Springs, Colorado.

Restriction:  All scheduled operations provided under Item XIII are restricted to points named in the carrier's filed schedule.

XIV.
Transportation, in special bus service of passengers and their baggage:

A.
between all points in the Counties of Routt and Moffat, on the one hand, and the Bob Adams Field also known as the Steamboat Stolport, on the other hand; and

B.
between all points in the area comprised of the Counties of Moffat and Routt, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, 

1.
all points within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway No. 40 and Colorado State Highway No. 9 at Kremmling, Colorado; and

2.
all points within a 5-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado State Highway No. 131 and the Colorado River at or near State Bridge, Colorado.

Restrictions:  Item (XIV) is restricted: (1) against the transportation of train crews originating or terminating at actual train locations on rail sidings; and (2) to vehicles with a rated seating capacity not exceeding 15 passengers, plus the driver, and manufactured by or for Ford, Dodge, Plymouth, GMC, or Chevrolet.
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
