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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Waive the Fifth-Six Month Review of the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP) filed by Staff of the Commission (Staff) on February 18, 2005.

2. In this Motion, Staff requests that the Commission waive the requirement found in §18.2 of the CPAP that states that reviews of the CPAP are to occur every six months commencing with the effective date of the CPAP.  Staff states that due to its involvement in two large telecommunications dockets that are demanding considerable time and effort, it does not believe that it can devote the time necessary to prepare the fifth six-month report.  Further, Staff asserts that there are no pressing issues that must be addressed in the fifth six-month review.

3. Staff states that the three-year review will be initiated in the month following the due date of the fifth six-month review.  This will be a comprehensive report that may contain any carrier’s concerns from the first three years the CPAP has been effective.  Moreover, Staff states that §18.9 of the CPAP allows for parties to bring proposed changes to the CPAP to the Commission for review outside the six-month review process.

4. Staff also represents that it has consulted with representatives of all parties that have been actively involved in the six-month review processes and none of those parties oppose this request.

5. No responses were filed to this Motion.

6. We agree with Staff that its resources and the resources of Qwest and the other carriers are better focused on the three-year review than on both the three-year review and the fifth six-month review simultaneously.  If any party has a concern with a particular performance indicator definition or other concern with the effectiveness of the CPAP, under §18.9, that party can file a motion with the Commission for a review outside of a six-month review process. Therefore, we grant Staff’s Motion to waive the fifth six-month review.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Staff of the Commission’s Motion to Waive the Fifth Six-Month Review is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
