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COMMISSION ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On January 25, 2005, the County of Adams, Colorado (Adams County) filed an application requesting authority to upgrade the crossing of at E. 80th Avenue, across the tracks and right-of-way of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) at railroad milepost 7.78, National Inventory I.D. No. 804-595F, in Adams County.

2. The Commission gave notice of this application to all interested parties, including the adjacent property owners, in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S. (1993).  This Notice was mailed January 28, 2005.

3. On February 10, 2005, UPRR filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  This intervention did not oppose the application.

4. A copy of the fully executed Agreement by and between Adams, and UPRR, dated July 20, 2004, pertaining to the construction, maintenance, and funding for this project was submitted with the application.

B. Findings of Fact

5. The purpose of this application is to secure Commission approval to widen E. 80th Avenue, add sidewalks to both sides of the street, widen the grade crossing, and relocate the warning devices to accommodate the wider roadway across the tracks and right-of-way of the UPRR at railroad milepost 7.78, National Inventory I.D. No. 804-595F, in the County of Adams, County of Adams, Colorado.

6. E. 80th Avenue is a two-lane asphalt roadway with no left turn lanes or sidewalks.  The crossing is currently protected by flashing lights and gates, cross buck signs, advanced railroad crossing warning signs and pavement markings.  Adams proposes to widen the street to three lanes and add sidewalks on both sides of the street, including the railroad right-of-way.  The project is to include relocating the railroad signals and gates to accommodate the improvements.

7. The average daily vehicular traffic count at the existing crossing is approximately 5,687 vehicles per day at a posted speed of 30 mph.  An average of 18 trains per day with a timetable speed of 50 mph cross this intersection.

8. The estimated cost of this project is two hundred seventy-one thousand six hundred fifty-three dollars ($271,653).

9. The work to be done and the expenses therefor will be paid in accordance with the Agreement by and between Adams, and UPRR dated July 20, 2004.

10. Maintenance of the roadway approaches to the crossing will be the responsibility of Adams.  Maintenance of the crossing surface, roadbed, tracks and grade crossing warning devices will be the responsibility of UPRR.

C. Conclusions 

11. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S. (1993).

12. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

13. Because the application is uncontested, the Commission will determine this matter without a formal hearing, under §40-6-109(5), C.R.S. (1993) and Rule 24, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

14. The public safety, convenience, and necessity require, and will be served by granting this application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The County of Adams, Colorado is authorized to widen E. 80th Avenue, add sidewalks to both sides of the street, widen the grade crossing, and relocate the warning devices to accommodate the wider roadway at E. 80th Avenue, across the tracks and right-of-way of the Union Pacific Railroad Company at railroad milepost 7.78, National Inventory I.D. No. 804-595F, in the County of Adams, Colorado.

2. The crossing upgrade authorized in Ordering Paragraph 1 above shall be in accordance with the plans, specifications, and exhibits submitted in this application and hereby approved.

3. The upgrade, operation, and maintenance of the crossing warning devices shall comply with the Agreement dated July 20, 2004, by and between Adams County and the Union Pacific Railroad Company.

4. The total actual cost of labor and material required for the crossing upgrade shall be paid by Adams County, in accordance with the Agreement dated July 20, 2004, by and between the Adams County and the Union Pacific Railroad Company.

5. Maintenance of the roadway approaches to the crossing will be the responsibility of Adams County.  Maintenance of the crossing surface, roadbed, tracks and grade crossing warning devices will be the responsibility of the Union Pacific Railroad Company.

6. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

7. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

8. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
