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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion To Clarify Decision (motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on March 23, 2005.  Public Service requests that the Commission clarify in its decision certain issues that Public Service maintains were not directly discussed during Commission deliberations on March 17, 2005 for this docket.

2. In deliberations, the Commission adopted the seasonal rate differential method proposed by Denver Building Owners and Managers (BOMA) witness Mr. Binz.  The Commission also decided that the seasonal differential should apply to June, July, and August.  The Company seeks clarification as to how the Commission intends Public Service to apply Mr. Binz’s seasonal differential to a three month summer season since Mr. Binz’s testimony presented only differentials for a two month and a four month summer season.

3. The Commission also approved the Settlement Agreement Resolving Issues on Interruptible Electric Service (ISOC Settlement) during deliberations.  Public Service points out that the signatories to the ISOC Settlement agreed to use four months (June through September) for the summer season.  Public Service seeks clarification as to whether the Commission intends that the Company use three summer months and Mr. Binz’s seasonal differential in calculating the seasonal differential used in the monthly Interruptible Service Option Credit.

4. Assuming that the Commission would want the definition of the summer season to be consistent throughout Public Service’s tariffs, Public Service requests clarification of whether the Commission wants three months as decided for the seasonal differential or four months as decided for the ISOC Settlement to be used by the Company for all of its tariffs.

5. Now, being duly advised in the matter, we deny the motion as premature.  The Commission has not yet issued its written decision memorializing the decisions it made during deliberations on March 17, 2005.  All parties, including the Company will have an opportunity to file applications for rehearing, reargument or reconsideration (RRR).  The issues raised by the Company in the motion more properly belong in an application for RRR.  Public Service can after having reviewed the written decision argue these points in an application for RRR if it so chooses.

6. We waive response time to the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion To Clarify Decision filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on March 23, 2005 is denied.

2. Response time is waived to the Motion To Clarify Decision

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
