I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On March 14, 2005 Care 4-U Transportation, Inc. (Care 4-U), filed an application for temporary approval to allow Mr. Igor Medvedskiy to assume operational control of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 pending Commission consideration of the related application to permit Ms. Ilona Shukan to transfer all of her issued and outstanding shares of capital stock in Care-4-U.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 21, 2005.  Interventions, if any, were due on or before March 28, 2005.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a permit transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."

B. Findings of Fact

5. Ms. Ilona Shukan, the president of Care 4-U, submitted a verified statement in support of this application.  In this statement, Ms. Shukan states “As a result of a decline in revenue and increases in costs, Care 4-U has been unable to continue operations and has agreed to sell its permit.  Care 4-U no longer has the staff, equipment or funds required to operate under its authority.  It has sold its vehicles.  Also, my father, Vlad Saud, who was very active on a day-to-day basis in Care 4-U’s operations, has established a home care business in Las Vegas, Nevada, where he now works most of the time.”

6. Ms. Shukan filed an application on September 22, 2004 to suspend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835.  The Commission granted the suspension of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 from September 25, 2004 through November 30, 2004 by Decision No. C04-1327 in Docket No. 04A-480BP.  The Commission extended the suspension of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 from December 1, 2004 through February 28, 2005 by Decision No. C05-0076 in Docket No. 04A-628BP.  Ms. Shukan filed another application, Docket 05A-079BP, on February 23, 2005 to suspend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 from February 28, 2005 through August 28, 2005.  The 30 day notice period for Docket No. 05A-079BP will expire on April 5, 2005.  The Commision will grant or deny the request for the continued suspension of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 at its weekly meeting on April 13, 2005.
7. It is apparent to the Commission that Care 4-U may be unable to continue providing the transportation services provided in Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835.  If the permit is not transferred, it could face a possible showcause for not having the proper liability insurance on file with the Commission.
C. Conclusions

8. A failure to grant temporary approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 and ultimately affect service to the public.

9. Mr. Igor Medvedskiy, as a controlling shareholder, is fit to perform the duties necessary to ensure continued adequate operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835.

10. This application for temporary approval is in the public interest.

11. Ms. Ilona Shukan and Mr. Igor Medvedskiy are advised that the grant of temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption that permanent approval of the stock transfer will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for temporary approval of an assumption of operational control filed by Care 4-U is granted.

2. Mr. Igor Medvedskiy is granted temporary approval to assume operational control of the operations by Care 4-U under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
